7:10pm meeting called to order

In attendance were board members Chuck Hiley, Alison Cody, Farrell Culberson, Cathy Garrett, and Sharon Camness; quorum in place.  Also in attendance were members Sandy Cohn, Gary Fowler, Joyce Cole, and Mike DeLaHoz.
Joyce Cole has already been successful in bringing in 8 additional members and turned in membership dues (checks) to Farrell.  This brings us now to 107 members.  Alison expressed a goal for this year to get to 150 members.
Comments were made regarding the passing of Richard Anderson a couple months ago.  His wife survives him.

Farrell announced the financials:

$6,286.43 balance end of February

$1,811 incoming

$8,097.43 balance end of March

$843.28 in expenses

$7,254.15 current balance

Farrell also announced that the picnic’s plant sale resulted in $276 in additional income.  Alison still owes $24 that will add to this amount.

Alison announced that we will have an additional $100 incoming from R. Todd Schroth who has agreed to and approved a sponsorship ad for the Neighborhood Marketplace section of CAWLB.org.

The quorum present of the current board voted unanimously on 4 new board members:  Joyce Cole, Mike DeLaHoz, Sandy Cohn, and Gary Fowler.  New board members were welcomed aboard.

Of the current board members Martha Kiser and Linda Crockett have already expressed their wish to resign and relinquish their board duties.

Unanimous votes took place to place a new set of officers.  The results are:

President:  Chuck Hiley

Vice President:  Mike DeLaHoz

Secretary:  Alison Cody

Treasurer:  Farrell Culberson

Co-Treasurer:  Cathy Garrett

Linda Crockett has relinquished her financial duties with the board, therefore Farrell and Cathy will need to get the Linda’s name taken off at the bank and get Cathy’s information and signature on file.  

Joyce Cole mentioned that a neighbor on Poinsetta has been having trouble with petty theft of his vehicle.  Alison will put a notice in the next e-newsletter so that neighbors are extra cautious.
Sharon mentioned that there is obscene graffiti at the end of West Lake Brantley Drive on a sign that physically sits on West Lake Brantley Rd.  She will contact the county to have them look into.

Joyce mentioned that the vacant home at the corner of Oak Dr. and Island Dr. was a health hazard as the pool has not been kept up and there are bugs everywhere.  Earlier today she contacted the Seminole County Health Department who said they would be out the tomorrow.
Alison brought up the idea of having an event for the members such as a Membership Appreciation Luau.

The idea was accepted and the board had a unanimous vote for a tentative date of September 20th of this year.  Mike offered to bring the hog, Alison will purchase the lei’s for all attending, Sandy & Alison will bring tiki torches to use during the event and we will encourage members to bring a covered dish.  This event will occur at the beach park and will be for members only (or a $140 fee at the door).  Cathy will take care of invitations to send out and we will phrase the event as INVITATION ONLY.  Farrell mentioned that we probably would not be able to rent port-o-lets for the beach park this year due to the financial struggle that we are currently faced with.

Gary used the boat ramp and mentioned that there needs to be somewhere to tie the boat.  Mike and Gary will get together and create tie offs.

The need for No Wake Zone signs was brought up as some people are speeding through the lake.  It was determined that 3 signs would be appropriate; 1st one at the ramp, 2nd one around the corner, and the 3rd one at the end of the canal before turning to go under the bridge (where a sign already exists).  Chuck suggested that the signs be from the CAWLB.  Alison will provide Farrell with the information to go on the signs and she will see if the Davis’ are willing to donate these.

The need for additional parking was also brought up.  Chuck suggested that we move back the railroad ties that were protecting the new grass and open up the parking in this direction.  Alison will send out an email for 4 volunteers to come out on a Saturday and do this.
