Present were board members Alison Cody, Farrell Culberson, Sharon Chamness, Gary Fowler, Stephen Saker, Pam Leete, Cathy Garrett, Chuck Hiley, Joyce Cole, and Sandy Cohn.  Also present was Linda Harter, attending with Mike Delahoz.  No board members were absent.

Financials – 

Sharon announced the financials:


$6,108.46 Balance November 1st

$1,195.00 incoming

$2,127.54 in expenses (mainly boat ramp improvements)

$5,175.92 current balance

Motion by Stephen Saker to approve the minutes, motion seconded by Cathy Garrett.  All in favor.

UPDATE ON BOAT RAMP:  Gary provided us with an update on the now completed project.  First there was a concern that an irrigation pipe was damaged.  Farrell will check on this but believes it is inactive anyway.  Other than that the discussion turned toward the people who helped and how great a job they did.  The board agreed to purchase a small gift for each of them.  Quite a few board members donated their own money toward purchasing these gifts.  Also the board thanked Gary for his hard work in organizing this project.

Minutes were read silently.  Gary motioned to approve last month’s minutes, Stephen seconded.  All in favor.

TAX EXEMPT QUESTION:  Sharon concluded that even though we are a non-profit organization we are not, unfortunately, tax exempt.

Sharon will vote on the Christmas lights this year.

Gary had a complaint regarding the Water Hyacins that are still growing in the canal, specifically in his area.  Alison will have Jason (the waterway tech from ASI) contact him regarding his concerns.

Code enforcement has been called regarding the vacant lot at the end of Westwood and should be taking action on charging fines to the owner of the lot.

Foreclosed property on Oak Dr. – Joyce spoke with the lawn people.  We are still trying to find someone to reimburse the association for the charges incurred from removing a tree from their property that had fallen into the canal.  

Key Swap – 10-12 Jan 9th.  Mike has the keys.  Farrell suggest that no new keys are passed out until the old key is turned in or the $25 lost key fee is paid.

Chuck updated us on the most recent LBLMA meeting.  An officer will be patrolling the lake more often.  There are concerns that some homeowners in the Sweetwater Oaks neighborhood have been selling their keycards on e-bay.  If someone is using the lake that doesn’t not live in a lake access community they tend to not follow the rules and not care about the lake communities.  Officers will be keeping an eye out for this.

The Bear – The bear is active in the neighborhood.  Alison suggests using ammonia on trash cans if they can not be kept inside until trash day.  A neighbor had done this and it is a deterrant for the bear.
